3 Limit the amount of time your child can
watch TV (for example, if your child gets
five hours of screen time a day, limit

3 Have a family contest to see who
is the most active every day.

3 Tell your child to play basketball,
soccer or their favorite outdoor
game with other children.

3 Do jumping jacks or other
quick activities while watching
commercials with your kid.
